In 1965, My unit was stationed at Rock bank on the Bac (Silver) river, and
in Nov 1965 received orders to transfer our unit to #3 crossroads in La Hap, at
the foot of the slope of hill 13 at the head of the stream on road B45 (Red Ferry
Road)} and prepare to serve in Western Thua Tien regional campaign (in A So, A
Luoi and A Sau valleys)

On 16 March 1965, the entire force started fighting in the battle against
entrenched positions in A Luoi and A Sau valleys. In early spring, our unit, the
Central Distant Repair for military Region 559 was stationed at the foot of slope
of hill 13. Every day that spring, at about 8-9 hours in the morning, an
American OV 10 aircraft, would cross over to recon the area.

One day in March or April of 1966, 2 companies of 12.7 mm anti-aircraft
artillery, received orders from region (HQ) to move to the crest of hill 13 and
occupy the position overlooking the bend in the valley, to defend against
American (US Navy) air reconnaissance planes . Our unit fired our guns, the
American planes burst into flames, and 2 people parachuted out, one airplane
crashed about 600 meters from our Repair Unit located in the direction of Rock
Mountain, at the edge of forest near ( in the direction of) the Xiamang River. We
were ordered to persue and capture alive the 2 pilots.

The battlefield conditions (were bad) because the sky had many layers of
bombers, dropping napalm, the 2nd persistant invading pilots. A helicopter flew
down and rescued the other pilots, so there was no way to capture the pilots and
make them pay for their evil actions. The 2 dead (pilots) didn’t make any more
noise, after 3 hours of strafing, there was no news, no more aircraft (in the sky).
Our troops continued the search to discover evidence and equipment for our
report to headquarters, I still keep a souvenir as a memory of the battle, a
pilot’s survival pack. The remains of the 2 dead (were) buried some distance
(away) in the direction of the animal husbandry project for Military District 559
near the edge of the Le Gan forest, Xia Mang River.

I request that if you (headquarters) need more information, I am ready
to assist.
